RCNA President Nick Roland welcomed everyone, and called the meeting to order.   
1. Minutes.  The minutes of the last General Meeting, on March 25, 2021, were reviewed and approved by the members in attendance.
2. Treasurer’s Report.  Treasurer Fiona Clem reported that RCNA now has $9100 in its operating account, and about $9700 in the COVID Relief Fund.  * Nick is working with a group at the Marie Reed School for RCNA to grant $4000 to their outreach program for neighborhood assistance during this difficult time. 
3. Neighborhood Clean-up.  On Saturday, April 25, there will be a clean-up organized by several local groups.  Meet at Marie Reed Soccer Field at 10:30 am.
4. Report from CM Nadeau’s Office, by David Mani.  He gave a brief report on some active items:  * Parks.  Unity Park is getting money for improvements for the space for the coming farmers market.   * Public Space: Looking at maybe using the Old Morgan School road-area in a better way.  * City Zoning Plans, including FLUMing, are under discussion.
5. President’s Report, and Outreach. 
· New RCNA Yard Signs.  A new green sign, with the new RCNA logo, was approved by the Board.  Possible signage may include: “Keep Clean: and “Slow Down”.   
· Unity Park.  The Adams Morgan Farmers Market will start using the park, weekly, on Saturday, June 5.

· Ed Jackson Plaque.  The RCNA Board recommended spending up to $500 to replace and reinstall a new, replacement plaque for noted resident Ed Jackson.  The members approved this at the meeting.

· Scooter corrals.  Painting the corral spots. Nick reported that three locations are in the process of being approved: at WABA, Unity Park and Harris Teeter.  The ANC PZT has approved, and the painting is on the agenda for May ANC General Meeting.

6. Community Concerns.
· Fire Station No. 9 on U St.  Ernest Springs noted that the outdoor flag there needs to be replaced.  David Mani said that he would look into the matter.
· Mozart Place Issues.  There appears to be a return of the older problems there, with crowds, noise, and trash.  Alex Akman asked that RCNA stay aware of the situation.
